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Health for All Nations and Health in
Mission and the Workplace

Health for All Nations

The church’s strategic role in whole-person health and healing for all
nations.

One of the greatest challenges facing the church is to address the need
of people everywhere to live lives of health and wholeness (shalom). This
was at the very heart of Jesus’ministry on earth as demonstrated by his
integration of preaching, teaching, and discipling with works of deliverance
and healing. Jesus practiced care of the whole person-body, soul, and spirit-
in the individuals’ social context. And he expected his disciples and his church
to continue this form of ministry. Unfortunately, dualism (separating our faith
from the rest of our lives) as well as a reductionist attitude (oversimplifying
complex situations and phenomena) has crept into the thinking and activities of
the church and into the attitudes of many who treat diseases.

How can the whole church recapture this more integrated and holistic
calling, working together for the healing of the nations?We propose:

Collaborating with a cross-disciplinary group of theologians,
missiologists, pastors, anthropologists, sociologists, educators, and Christian
healthcare professionals in various fields including global health, community
health, tertiary healthcare, mental health, and more.

Connecting with community-based initiatives, hospitals, consultations,
groups supporting health workers and health policy advocacy, local congregations,

and other ministries related to biblical health, healing, and wholeness.
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Discerning and understanding how ministries of health, healing, and
wholeness are demonstrated in the Bible.

Coordinating regional forums/workshops.

Employing research and developing best practices.

Calling Christians from every church and sector to rediscover the
healing mission of the church‘We call on all local Christian communities
to demonstrate respect for the unique dignity and sanctity of human life,
by practical and holistic caring which integrates the physical, emotional,
relational and spiritual aspects of our created humanity.” The Cape Town
Commitment (II- A-6)

What is Health?
There is a tendency in the Western world to be of the opinion that being
healthy simply implies one is free of disease, as best can be determined, and

that one is in good physical condition.
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This is not,however, how we see health explained in God’s word. Perhaps
Dr Dan Fountain has said it best;‘In the Bible, health signifies a functional
wholeness which includes the person, the full spectrum of social relationships
involving the person, and how the person relates to God and to the physical
environment. The goal of healing is to restore strength and function to all
dimensions of this wholeness.”'

The World Health Organization has attempted to define health in the
body of their constitution. It reads, Health is a state of complete physical,
mental and social well-being and not merely the absence of disease or
infirmity.” Spirituality is also a very significant part of the WHO Quality
of Life Assessment which includes: ‘Physical, Psychological, Level of
Independence, Social Relationships, Environment, and Spirituality.’It is
obvious WHO recognizes the importance of the spiritual side of a person’s
well-being, however, they are limited by their secular constraints from
acknowledging the true source of all health, which comes from God through
Christ alone.

We believe health can best be understood by the Hebrew word shalom,
which is often translated as peace or wholeness and from which is derived
the Arabic word Salaam. ‘Shalom means just relationships (living justly and
experiencing justice), harmonious relationships, and enjoyable relationships.
Shalom means belonging to an authentic and nurturing community in which
one can be one’s true self and give one’s self away without becoming poor.
Justice, harmony, and enjoyment of God, self, others, and nature; this is the
shalom that Jesus brings, the peace that passes all understanding.’”

While this idea of health as wholeness is central to what the Bible
reveals to us about God’s plan for his people, we also recognize that his
plan for his anointed Messiah (Son) was also to be involved in the curing of
disease as well. This can be seen in the Old Testament Hebrew words such

as marphé and raphdas well as in the New Testament where we find the
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Greek words hugies therapeuo, iaomai, and sozo, used in various settings
to represent the healing by Jesus and his disciples. We acknowledge the
importance of excellence in curative health-related mission work but are
concerned that the emphasis is too heavily weighted toward drug-based
therapies and high-tech solutions that do not address the underlying causes of
the presenting health problem. Many of the health problems would be served
better through promoting healthy lifestyles as outlined in the Bible and
disease prevention. We seek to promote this holistic understanding of health
so that those who involve themselves in health-related mission, be they a
secular or religious organization, will have the greatest impact possible for
God’s kingdom on earth. We also seek to help local communities of Christ
followers understand their God given role in health and healing.

This can be summarized in the following ten points as adopted from
‘Health, The Bible and the Church’:

1. Health means wholeness, with a person’s body, mind, and spirit
integrated and coordinated, and able to function creatively in the context of his
or her particular community.

2. God is the source of all healing and desires to heal his people and
move us toward wholeness.

3. Health involves the community as well as the individual. What one
person does affects family, neighbors, and the larger community, both present
and future. In like manner, what the community does affects the individual.

4. An adequate understanding of health requires an understanding of the
biblical worldview. This includes knowledge of God, of the created world, and
of who we are as persons created by God and living in the world.

5. Disease is everything that diminishes the image of God within us.
In many cases disease is a result of sin in our lives or the lives of others, but
disease also reflects the actions of Satan on God’s created order and should be

opposed with every means God has given us.
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6. A complex relationship exists between health and our behavior. What
we allow or agree to do collectively, as a community, state, power group, or as
individuals has a powerful influence on the health of all.

7. God, in Jesus, the incarnate Son of God, is the key to life and health.
He has overcome the power of evil to destroy us through disease, despair,
disorder, and death. He has shown us how to apply this power to the disorder in
the world so that we may move toward the restoration of wholeness and order
in humankind and in the created world.

8. Global communities of Christ followers are God’s chosen channel for
healing, for the restoration of wholeness, and for the transformation of society.
This involves vastly more than medical activities and technical development
programs. It has to do with all endeavors that restore wholeness to persons and
move persons and communities toward God’s intended plan of abundant life
for everyone now and in eternity.

9. God uses disease and death in order that people might seek him and find
him. It reveals to man his need for God, his sin, and his need for forgiveness.
God can ultimately bring good from disease and suffering, by his grace.

10. We also seek to promote better stewardship of the natural environment,
including restoration, maintenance, and improvement of the land, forests,

water, and air reserves.

Health in Mission and the Workplace

Editor’s Note:This GWF2019 Advance Paper was written bythe Catalysts

for the Health in Mission Issue Network as an overview of the topic to be
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discussed at the related session at the Global Workplace Forum 2019 held in
Manila, Philippines.

Health. One of the most misunderstood words in the English language.
In a Western context, for the most part, health is understood as the absence
of disease—one who is not sick with the flu or suffering from some form of
cancer or any number of other physical maladies. Good health is associated
with eating the right foods (though this always seems to be a moving target),
drinking the right mix of liquid and working out on a regular basis. But good
health seems to remain an elusive dream for the majority of humans in the
world. Though the statistics regarding the global burden of disease has shown
a significant reduction in communicable diseases (malaria, TB, HIV/AIDS,
etc.) the burden is now shifting to non-communicable diseases.

Those known as chronic or lifestyle forms of disease would include diabetes,
many forms of cancer, cardiovascular disease and chronic respiratory disease.
These in large part are caused by unhealthy diets, physical inactivity, tobacco
use, and harmful use of alcohol. Treating the former, communicable diseases, is
difficult enough while treating the latter, those mainly caused by lifestyle choices,
1s supremely more difficult as it requires a change in behavior and habits.

One aspect of health, mental health, has received much needed attention
and acceptance as of late, though much work still needs to be done before
we see Christians fully embrace their opportunities to help those suffering
with mental illness. It wasn’t so long ago that this was a taboo topic in most
churches. How could someone who knows Jesus personally have a mental
illness? Doesn’t coming into a saving relationship with the Lord of Creation
make all things, right? Including our mental health? In many churches the
general consensus is that if you are suffering from a mental illness you cannot
possibly be a true follower of Jesus. But slowly this attitude is changing.
Especially in light of the fact that some very high-profile church leaders have

children who are or have suffered from severe mental illness.
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Add to this the fact that the world is facing the largest refugee crisis
in history, with concomitant mental stressors, and we will begin to see the
massive calling and opportunity Christians have to significantly impact the
lives of many thousands of people, many of whom come from some of the
most unreached regions of the world.

Another historically neglected health topic relates to those suffering with
physical disabilities. Some may consider those with disabilities a unique and
unaddressed unreached people group. Leaving that discussion aside, there is no doubt
that Christians have not been active enough in addressing the needs of the disabled in
their communities. While our churches should be the most welcoming of places, how
many made accommodations for those in wheelchairs, for example, until they were
forced to by local ordinances? We are all made in the image of God, thus even though
with the most severe form of disability are a reflection of our Lord.

But even if we become expert at meeting the physical and mental needs of
our people and make all efforts to welcome and integrate those with disabilities
into our local expression of the body of Christ, we will still not have a complete
picture of what health really means. In his sentinel work, Health, the Bible
and the Church, Dr Daniel Fountain states.

Health cannot be defined. It is not simply an object for analysis. To render
it such is to think secularly about health. Health is life, a gift we receive, an
endowment we are to develop, and a journey we are to pursue. We can observe
and analyze much along the way. We can manipulate and improve certain
aspects of health and life. But we can never comprehend the whole."’

Perhaps the best way for the church to understand health from a biblical
perspective is the have a deep knowledge and understanding of shalom.
Nicholas Wolterstorff writes, ‘Shalom is the human being dwelling at peace in
all his or her relationships with God, with self, with fellows, with nature......
But the peace which is shalom is not merely the absence of hostility, not

merely being in right relationship. Shalom at its highest is enjoyment on
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one’s relationships.”'” But our understanding must go deeper even than right
relationships. From an outline of biblical usage, we find a rich variety of
application, including completeness, soundness, welfare, health, prosperity (not
the prosperity gospel variety), quietness, contentment, and friendship. Sounds
a lot like the kind of life those who follow Jesus should be experiencing but are
not in most cases.

If we agree that this broader understanding of health is biblical and applies
to the calling of Christians, and if we believe that we exist in communities and
that we are made up of a mind, body, and spirit, then who is primarily responsible
for helping people live healthy lives? If we fall prey to thinking about health in a
secular way, then our answer may be that governments are primarily responsible
since they are perceived as being responsible for providing ‘health for all, or
Universal Health Care’ —the slogan adopted during the 1978 Alma Ata meeting
in what is now Almaty, Kazakhstan. Along this same line of thinking, secularists,
and some Christians, believe health is a human right and that someone must
provide. Those who promote this line of thinking rarely speak of the individual
as being primarily responsible for their own health. Health as a human right leads
to an entitlement mentality which always looks outside of one’s own context for
the answer to one’s health problems.

But let’s return to our focus on Christians and their role in all this.
Keeping in mind that we exist in community as integrated beings —mind/
body/spirit—we think it safe to say the most important aspect of our health
then is our spiritual well-being. From this stance then we can conclude that
those who care for our spiritual condition, our family, pastors, elders and
mentors (there are others) are our most important helpers when it comes to
living a health life, aside from our own personal responsibility for making
wise lifestyle choices.

Wherein then does this intersect with the work place? The most obvious

application is to those who have been called to a health care profession, as
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understood from a Western perspective: doctors, nurses, physician assistants,
nurse practitioners, physical therapists, occupational therapists, and any number
of other professions that primarily deal with restoring wounded people to
physical wellness. These professionals have perhaps the most vital role to play
in touching people with the love of Christ. Literally. No one is more receptive, in
general, to conversations of a spiritual nature than those suffering from a disease
of the body. The compassionate care and touch of a Christ-following healthcare
professional opens many doors to conversations about Jesus. These must be
done respectfully and with great care so as not to use this privilege as a means
to coerce someone into a superficial commitment to Christ. We cannot go about
hitting suffering people (figuratively speaking of course) over the head with our

Bibles while exclaiming repent and believe before you end up in hell!

Mental health and the workplace

The relationship between mental health and work is bidirectional. In
other words, mentally healthy workers are essential for productive, satisfying
workplaces that reflect‘shalom’in how they operate, and conversely, the quality
of work and the workplace impact the mental health of its workers.

While mental health has often been dismissed as an insignificant health
factor that is ‘all in a person’s head’, in reality mental health problems have a
profound global economic impact. According to the World Health Organization,
the estimated cost of depression and anxiety to the global economy is 1 trillion
USD per year in lost productivity. According to the National Institute of Mental
Health, depression is the number one health reason for absenteeism and low
productivity in the workplace.

Conversely, the workplace environment can contribute to mental health
problems. Risks to mental health include harassment and bullying, a lack
of health and safety policies, poor and management practices, and long or

inflexible working hours. Clearly, there are also extreme circumstances of
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exploitation of workers such as human trafficking and slavery. Certain jobs, by
their very nature, are at high risk for mental health problems including work as
a first responder and combat service in the military.

Christians worldwide are just in the past few years awakening to the toll
that mental health problems and trauma have on people. The problem of stigma
makes these issues all the more difficult to address. People feel a sense of
shame and of being defective in a way that they usually do not for other kinds
of health conditions. Stigma often leads not seeking treatment, despite the fact
that mental health treatment is generally highly effective. Christians are well
placed to educate people about mental health in ways that will reduce stigma.
In addition, new treatment approaches are focusing on ways that community
organizations like churches can provide support and education that often can
reduce the need for professional treatment.

Mental health workers who see their work as a Christian calling are greatly
needed worldwide, which is especially the case for mental health workers
who view their work ‘missionally’.Within the past 10 years there has been an
emphasis on ‘care and counsel as mission’that describes mental health workers
who are open to using their skills to serve not only Christians but others who
have not yet become Christians as an act of witness and compassion.

I would also make the case that employers also play a vital role in helping
people live healthy lives. The workplace environment can be a very unhealthy
place to earn a living, if the employee is even earning a living. What is the
culture of the workplace you manage? Is it a cutthroat place to work where
survivors are those that are most effective in maximizing the bottom line
and eliminating the competition? Or are they places where employees are
encouraged to develop themselves to the fullest? Is it a place where people
simply work to live or do they work to thrive? Is their pay sufficient to live a

healthy life or is it just enough to survive?

White Paper: Health for All Nations
A biblical understanding of the whole person and why the Church
should be involved in seeing people from all nations living lives of health and

wholeness.

Introduction

In the Luke 8 story of the woman afflicted with 12 years of bleeding we
see a wonderful story of healing and restoration to health and wholeness. No
matter the combination of English words we use, we are unable to fully express
the new found health this woman realized after simply touching the hem of
Jesus’ garment.

The last 12 years of her life had been spent as an outcast—an untouchable.
To even push her way through the crowd risked her very life. But by faith she
elbowed her way forward, and with much fear and trembling touched the hem
of his robe. And I believe she sensed that she had been healed of her disease.
But she didn’t get away with it. Jesus exposed her action, causing her to declare
in the presence of all the people why she had touched him and how she had
been immediately healed (iaomai: cure (literally or figuratively), heal, make
whole). Rather than condemn her, Jesus says, ‘Daughter, your faith has made
you well (sozo: saved you, healed you, made you whole), go in peace’ (eirene:
peace, oneness, rest).

She was now able to once again experience shalom, but this time with

a completeness that only comes from faith in Christ. Healing and returning
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people to wholeness was central to the earthly ministry of Jesus, and he
expected his disciples to carry on this same type of ministry. We suspect it
was also expected the early church would continue this tradition. But as the
centuries passed and the church became an institution rather than a movement,
it lost the integrated nature of its calling. Especially after the advent of modern
medicine around the middle of the 19th century, the church (especially in
the West) slowly handed over the physical healing side of ministry to secular
institutions that had no knowledge of how to truly heal the whole person.

The human being had become dis-integrated in the eyes of the church and
culture in general. The church continued to see itself as a place where people’s
souls were ministered to and where their spirits were saved, but the truly
holistic care of the whole person became a rarity. Jesus cared for the whole
person, mind/body/spirit in the cultural/social context of that person. And this

he continues to call his church to also do.

Background

Our starting point for a discussion about the background of ministries of
health and wholeness begins with the ministry of Jesus the Christ (although the
discussion could actually start in Genesis with a reflection on the ideal health
conditions that existed in the Garden of Eden before the fall).

Our command to move beyond our cultural comfort zones and engage
the many needs of the peoples (ethne) across the earth comes in several
forms, but not in such fullness as in John 20:21, 22 (NIV): “Again Jesus
said, ‘Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.” ”And
with that he breathed on them and said, “Receive the Holy Spirit.” This
Great Commission points us back to experience the narrative of the Gospels-
to enter into the story of how Jesus demonstrated the Trinity’s intent to

communicate love and mercy.
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In Mark1:15 we learn how Jesus began his earthly ministry. He entered
Galilee preaching, ‘The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand;
repent and believe in the gospel (the good news).” Immediately, Jesus began
his ministry of discipleship by recruiting his first followers and then proceeded
(again immediately) to the synagogue where he began the teaching aspect of
his work, and with such authority that it amazed the people because it wasn’t
the way in which their own scribes taught.

What happens next while still in the synagogue? The deliverance of a
man with an unclean spirit. Again, we read of the amazement in the minds
of the people who‘questioned among themselves, saying,"What is this? A
new teaching with authority!” (vs 27) And Jesus’fame began spreading
quickly. Immediately (just think of how much was revealed in such a short
period of time), he and his small band of followers entered the home of
Simon and Andrew and there encountered Simon’s mother-in-law, diseased
with a fever. Jesus took her hand, the fever left her, and she began serving
them. Jesus’first demonstration of his healing power. And the day is not
over! At sundown they brought many who were possessed by demons and
others with various illnesses. The healing and delivering continued. How
late into the night he worked we do not know but we can surmise it was
likely a very long shift.

Mark 1 concludes with another very important story concerning
Jesus’ministry strategy. It would have been simpler to stay right where
they were to continue his ministry of healing and deliverance. His fame
was spreading, after all, and undoubtedly the people would have continued
coming to him wherever he was. But his was a ministry of going to where the
people were, not a ministry that required the people to come to where he was
located. And so, he travelled around the region preaching, discipling, teaching,
delivering, and healing. He expected his disciples to carry on these ministries,

and no doubt it was what the church was expected to do in his name. In Acts
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we read of how the early church continued with this holistic ministry but
slowly and steadily it began to lose its way.

Not that the church gave up on caring for the possessed and diseased. It
never lost its passion to minister to the needs of the sick and demon possessed.
Indeed, because of this persistent calling, the modern world now enjoys the
care offered in hospitals around the world. Alvin Schmidt, in his chapter
‘Hospitals and Healthcare: Their Christian Roots,’clearly tells the story behind
the modern hospital movement and healthcare systems.'And through the strong
influence of the Christian Medical Commission, the World Health Organization
developed a very comprehensive definition of what Primary Health Care is
supposed to be.

Christoffer Grundmann in his work, Sent to Heal,’does a thorough job
of detailing the beginnings and progress of what many commonly refer
to as‘medical missions.” This term came into existence in the mid-19th
century and although some believe its use is out of date, it remains the main
term used to describe what Christian healthcare professionals are involved
in when they use their skills to cure people of disease in association with
and as an integral component of bringing good news—the gospel message.

The early part of the 20th century was characterized by rapid expansion
of the medical missions movement. No one knows the exact numbers, but
hundreds, if not thousands, of hospitals were built during this time by nearly
all denominations of the Christian church. These compounds were built in the
most remote and difficult-to-reach places in the world. Thousands of‘medical
missionaries’ were sent to these difficult places and they died at the same rate
as the non- medical missionaries and their families.

These initial efforts focused on building hospital compounds where the
staff would live and to which the people had to come. The shortcoming of this
approach eventually manifested itself in the fact that though much curative

care was being provided, there wasn’t any significant improvement of the
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people’s‘health.” The pendulum thus swung in the direction of a focus on
community health to the detriment of the hospitals. Originally the ‘medical
missionary’ understood that they were making a long-term commitment and
that there was a high likelihood that they would never return to their home
country. This attitude has now been supplanted, to a certain degree, by the
short-term medical missions trend.

Where are we presently? Exact numbers are impossible to discern but
there are thousands of Christian healthcare professionals from many cultures
in long-term service around the world, and they continue serving in some of
the most difficult and dangerous places on earth. Witness to this is the recent
history of Christian missionary physicians caring for and becoming infected
themselves from caring for patients with the Ebola virus.

There are still many hospitals operated in the majority world by Christian
churches and para- church organizations; upwards of 40 percent of healthcare
services in Africa are provided by Christian faith-based organizations. After
all the missionaries left and, usually without any government or international
assistance, this sizeable presence of caring and healing in Christ’s name
perseveres long after most thought it would die. Many of these hospitals now
have developed community health outreach programs, the effectiveness of
which we have no data. Also, countless thousands of Christian healthcare
students and professionals are spending millions of dollars, likely hundreds
of millions) being involved in short-term medical missions outreaches every
year. This, of course, in large part, is a reflection on the status of the West’s
efforts in such endeavors.

The Majority World is increasingly embracing their role in the great
commission by becoming very active in sending cross-cultural workers to serve
in difficult to reach places.This includes an increasing number of whom will be
professional healthcare providers. There are many Christian health associations

spread throughout the majority world and in India the Emmanuel Hospital
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Association has been doing excellent work, including research, for many years.
But there are at least two huge disconnects creating obstacles that need to be

addressed.

The Obstacles

What are the challenges that keep the Church from understanding Her full
calling to care for the whole person and to bringing the Shalom of God to all
the nations?

1. The first obstacle is the silo approach that often characterizes our
Great Commission efforts. Evangelism is the job of the Church and they
have their silo. Education happens with this group, Business as Mission with
that group, Medical Missions is the job of that group over there, and the
list goes on. There has been much effort to heal this breach in the mission
of the church; the work of the Lausanne Movement and Missio Nexus are
two examples, though neither has included elements of Christian healthcare
services in their strategies. But a significant and harmful ‘separateness’still
exists to a significant degree in the church’s efforts to reach the lost. If we are
to see the “Whole Church taking the Whole Gospel to the Whole World’ there
must be even greater effort to cooperate, coordinate and collaborate in our
efforts to achieve the great commission. This is especially true in our efforts
to‘partner’with our sisters and brothers in the Majority World where, if truth
be told, there is still much paternalism/neo-colonialism going on that creates
significant unhealthy dependency.

2. The second massive obstacle we must address is the dualistic,
reductionist way in which we (mostly western trained Christian healthcare
professionals) think and conduct much of our Christian healthcare
missions efforts. Equally important is the need for non-healthcare related
missions individuals and organizations to fill in the hole that exists in their

understanding of Missio Dei to include a health, healing and wholeness
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component. If we in the Christian healthcare missions world come to more
deeply understand what the Bible says about health and wholeness, we
can conduct our ministries in a more integrated way. We can deepen this
understanding by sitting with, listening to and learning together with pastors
and theologians who can help us all develop a theology of health. Those in
the ‘Integrated Mission’ world (including pastors, theologians, missiologists,
sociologists, educators, business as mission folks, etc) will thus also deepen
their understanding of Missio Dei and the Kingdom of God, and see more
clearly the important role that can be played by those in the church who are
called to be involved in ministries of health and healing. This is especially
pertinent as we address the need of reaching the 7,000 or so people groups

who still lack any witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ.

Solutions

What are initiatives we can develop and strategies we can implement that
will help overcome these barriers?

We believe significant progress can be made toward overcoming the
aforementioned obstacles by developing and maintaining a Lausanne Issue
Network entitled ‘Health in Mission—Shalom in Missio Dei.”We believe
this will give us a platform to more effectively bring together all disciplines
from the global church. Those called to ministries of health and healing will
be more biblically informed about how our work can best integrate with the
overall work of the Body of Christ, and‘Integrated Mission’individuals and
organizations will also understand how important ministries of health and
healing are to the overall calling of the church to take the Whole Gospel to the
Whole World. This was accomplished in 2015.

We also believe it would be helpful to work with the World Evangelical
Alliance in a similar way and for similar purposes. This is presently being

worked on.
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We also believe it useful to develop relationships within what remains of
the Christian Medical Commission within the World Council of Churches. This
too is in process.

Many health-related conferences and gatherings coordinated by
Christians already occur around the world. We will collaborate with those
who have a desire to bring this more biblically based understanding of health
and wholeness into the context of their gathering and conduct workshops/

seminars.

Conclusion

In this White Paper we have shown, however briefly, that ministries of
health, healing and wholeness were at the very heart of Jesus’work on earth.
Mark chapter 1 was used to illustrate how his ministry immediately started with
preaching, discipling, teaching delivering, and healing. He healed people from
sickness and delivered people from demon possession in order to restore them
to wholeness and in order to usher in the Kingdom of God. God’s shalom was
possible now. One needn’t wait until the afterlife to enjoy this health and
wholeness.

But over the centuries since, we, primarily the Western church, have
forgotten the integrated mission of the church’s calling. Our healthcare efforts
became too contaminated with a dualistic/reductionist view of man giving us
excellent clinical skills in diagnosing and treating sick people while ignoring,
or at least not knowing how to deal with, the whole person! Our efforts became
very high tech and at a cost that could not be sustained. We are very good at
getting donations to build more buildings and set up the use of CT scanners yet
those we seek to see live healthy lives in Christ still go first to the local shaman
when they become ill! And pastors in churches still put up their hands and say
we pray and hope in the Lord to protect us from the Ebola virus, so we don’t

really need to follow your instructions on how to avoid becoming infected.
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As our friends at Missio Nexus put it; ‘“The Great Commission is too big
for anyone to accomplish alone and too important not to try to do together.”We
would say the church’s mandate is to establish‘Communities of shalom among
all peoples.’In order to do this we all must more effectively work together.
Pastors, theologians, missiologists, sociologists, and professionals of all types
and from all cultures need to be in the same room deepening the church’s
understanding of Missio Dei, the Kingdom of God, the calling of the church
that we believe will lead to a deeper understanding of health as shalom. This
more profound understanding will then lead us to more effective strategies for

reaching the least, the last and the lost with the Good News of Christ. &
